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Autumn Colours in the Cascades

Winthrop, Grand Coulee Dam, Leavenworth

October 15- 18
6 Meals - 3 nights & 4 days

Day One: Vancouver — Chelan Meals: L

The highway coach will make its way through the spectacular Cascade Mountain
Ranges to the unique western-style town of Winthrop, located in the Methow
Valley. The afternoon will be spent browsing the shops of this charming village.
Overnight accommodation is in Chelan atthe Campbell’s Resort on Lake Chelan.

Day Two: Chelan — Grand Coulee Dam — Chelan Meals: B, L

Depart this morning by coach for the Grand Coulee Dam and Dry Falls. The
Grand Coulee Dam is the largest electric power producing facility and the largest
concrete structure in the US. Dry Falls is a geological wonder; it no longer carries
water, but is the remnant of what was once the largest waterfall known to have
existed on earth. Viewing the 3.5 miles of sheer cliffs that drop 400 feet, it is easy
to imagine the roar of water pouring over them. Tonight visit the casino or relax
at the hotel with friends.

Day Three: Chelan — Leavenworth Meals: B, D
Depart from Lake Chelan for the Bavarian village of Leavenworth, with a stop in
Cashmere for guided tour of the Aplets and Cotlets Candy Factory, followed
by wine tasting at Icicle Ridge Winery. Spend the afternoon in Leavenworth,
visiting the European shops or relaxing as the sound of Bavarian music fills the
air. Overnight in Leavenworth at the well appointed Icicle Inn. Dinner is included
at the inn

Day Four: Leavenworth — Vancouver Meals: B

After breakfast depart for Whidbey Island via Stevens Pass and continue along
the Cascade Loop to the Mukilteo ferry and Whidbey Island. Travel north to
the village of Langley. This quaint town sits on a bluff and offers many unique arts
and crafts shops. Coupeville, another island town, is a Sea Captains’ community
and the second stop on Whidbey Island. Continuing north, view
Deception Pass, one of the natural wonders
; of the Pacific Northwest.
Travel north to Canada with
a stop at the Duty Free Store
before returning to your point
of origin.
